Karni Singh Stadium in Bikaner on February 27, 2023, 

President Draupadi Murmu said that in today's digital age, we 

have to see how we can inspire the new generation to work 

continuously. With time, it has become necessary to pass on the 

heritage of our art and culture to the next generations. Drawing 

attention to the villages, he said that the artists of the villages 

are rich in art, they need to be encouraged. The smell, fragrance 

and energy of art in these should come to the fore. Nowadays 

educated children are living in 21st century. Going away from 

the fragrance of the village. If we give place to new ideas and 

new thinking in the traditions, then the new generation will 

join. Our traditions and culture should be widely spread 

through technology. We can learn austerity, concentration and 

dedication from the life of the artist.
